Topic: Crosswords

Objective(s) - what the student will learn: The student will be able to define and use new vocabulary words by using clues from a Crosswords puzzle

Teacher materials needed: crossword puzzle, computer, printer

Student materials needed: pencil, vocabulary word list

Focus or anticipatory set: This activity is best used as a reinforcement for having already learned vocabulary words.

Instructional Input/ Activities:
Using a web search engine (Google, Yahoo, etc.) locate a Crossword puzzle generator. Try a few out – there are constantly new ones being released with easier interfaces and various other options. Give the puzzle generator your words as the terms to build the puzzle. For the students’ word bank, list only the definitions. It will be up to the student to match the correct word with each definition as they fill in the blanks of the crossword puzzle.

Usage: Making vocabulary into a game makes reinforcement of their new words both challenging and rewarding. This should be used in a supporting role only and may frustrate some students if it is their initial encounter of the words.
