Topic: Drawing / Diagramming

Objective(s) - what the student will learn: The student will be able to define and use new vocabulary words through the use of drawing and diagramming

Teacher materials needed: vocabulary list

Student materials needed: drawing paper, markers, textbook or dictionary

Focus or anticipatory set: Students will be shown an example of a drawing that demonstrates one of their vocabulary words. The teacher should create a drawing with the classes’ help.

Instructional Input/ Activities:
Students will be given a list of their new vocabulary words. They should begin by drawing what they think the word might mean. Then have students look up the word in a glossary. They should then make a second drawing of the true definition.

‘What comes to mind when you think of the word _________?’ ‘What would be a good demonstration of _____?’ These will be prompts for what the student should draw. Remember to emphasize that students will not be graded on their artistic ability, but the thought behind each drawing.

Usage: After students have handed in drawings, seek their approval before displaying their work. They may choose not to share and that’s okay. Give special attention to those students who have an artistic ability as well as the most creative drawings.
