Topic: Ubiquitous Flash Cards

Objective(s) - what the student will learn: The student will be able to define and use new vocabulary words using flashcards

Teacher materials needed: vocabulary list, example set of flash cards

Student materials needed: index cards, markers, textbook or dictionary

Focus or anticipatory set: Students will be shown an example set of flash cards to use as a guide. They should also be made aware that some markers may “bleed through” index cards which would make reading a card difficult.

Instructional Input/ Activities:
Students will be divided into groups and given a list of new vocabulary words.
First, students will use their markers to write each vocabulary word on its own index card.

Next, students will use their classroom textbooks or dictionaries to find the definition of their new vocabulary words. Students will write the definition on the reverse side of index card.

Usage: Students will be able to quiz each other over their newly-learned vocabulary words with the flash cards. They will be able to either give the word or definition for the definition or word on the flash card shown.
