Topic: Clay Modeling

Objective(s) - what the student will learn: The student will be able to define and demonstrate vocabulary words

Teacher materials needed: Vocabulary lists. (one copy per student.) Vocabulary words on slips of paper. Hat or bowl to draw slips from. Timer. Modeling clay (Play-doh, etc.)

Student materials needed: 

Focus or anticipatory set: Have a silent film playing on your projector while students enter, perhaps some form of a claymation video. (

Instructional Input/ Activities:
Most students will already be familiar with the game of charades. This will be similar to charades but instead of pantomiming the words, students will attend to quickly model the word using only the Play-doh.
Students will be divided into groups and given a list of new vocabulary words. Students should already be acquainted with the words. If not, give students time to look up the definitions to each term.

When everyone is ready, students will draw one vocabulary word from the hat. The student will begin to create an example of the vocabulary term to the other students in his or her group. If the group is unable to correctly guess the word in an allotted amount of time, the team loses their turn and the other team is allowed to play. At the end of the class, the team with the most correct guesses wins the game.
