Topic: Interactive Word Wall

Objective(s) - what the student will learn: The student will be able to define and use new vocabulary words by constructing an interactive Word Wall

Teacher materials needed: bulletin board, stapler, vocabulary list

Student materials needed: index cards, markers, textbook or dictionary

Focus or anticipatory set: Students will be shown the blank bulletin board. It should already have stapled to it a border and background paper or fabric. Student will be instructed it is up to them how the bulletin board turns out.

Instructional Input/ Activities:
Students will be divided into groups and given a portion of a class list of new vocabulary words.
First, students will use their markers to write each vocabulary word on its own index card.

Next, students will use their classroom textbooks or dictionaries to find the definition of their new vocabulary words. Students will write the definition on a different index card.
As students complete each word and definition, they should staple it to the bulletin board with the definition behind the matching term. It is important that students only staple the top edge of each term so that it may be lifted like a flap to see the definition behind the card.

Usage: Students will be able to self-assess their newly-learned vocabulary words by looking at the terms on the bulletin board and recalling the definition. They will be able to lift the term’s card to see the definition card to check their answer.
