· Film and release during Red Scare and Korean War
· Carl Foreman, writer of the film, was called before HUAC

· Had not been Communist for 10 years

· Did not “name names”

· Considered “uncooperative”

· Stanley Kramer had Foreman sell his half of their joint company

· Wanted him kicked off the film project

· Fred Zinnemann (dir), Gary Cooper and Bruce Church stepped in

· Foreman stayed on project but moved to England before release

· Kramer claimed Foreman was going to name him as a Communist

· Kramer wanted to give in to HUAC, to “name names” no 5th 

· Encouraged Foreman to do the same

· Foreman eventually blacklisted

· Hedda Hopper, LA Times

· Harry Cohn, Columbia Pictures

· John Wayne, Motion Picture Alliance

· Howland Chamberlain blacklisted

· Floyd Crosby (cinematographer), Lloyd Bridges (deputy) “grey listed”

· Crosby’s son part of Crosby Stills & Nash

· John Wayne, among others, saw the film as allegory to blacklisting

· Called film “Most Unamerican thing I’ve ever seen in my whole life”, Playboy 1971

· Filmed Rio Bravo in response

· Where everyone helps the marshal

· Soviet Union discredited the film as “glorifying the individual”

· Ronald Reagan later supported the film for Kane’s standing up for duty, law and town.

· President Eisenhower loved the film for the same reasons

· Credited as Bill Clinton’s favorite movie to screen in the White House
