Discipline Procedures
Daily Demerits (signature)
1 – no gold nugget given for that day
2 – punch in movie ticket

3 – punch in movie ticket

4 – punch in movie ticket & parent contact
(Homeroom teacher’s discretion)
5 – punch in movie ticket & office referral

Weekly Demerits

5+ = 1 D-Hall

10 = 2 D-Hall’s 

1-5 first offenses on a daily basis result in loss of recess on Friday.
Incentives
Friday Reward Recess:
On a daily basis throughout the week, the students work to earn gold nuggets.  A gold nugget is earned at the end of the day if the student received no demerits (signatures) that day.  You must be present to earn a nugget.  Each nugget is worth 5 minutes of Reward Recess on Friday.
End of Six Weeks Movie:

Each student will have a movie ticket with their name on it.  The Homeroom teacher will keep all students’ movie tickets on a ring.  If a second demerit is given in one day, a student will get a punch in their movie ticket and another punch for each additional demerit that day.  At the end of the Six Weeks if your ticket has 0-9 punches you earn the movie.  10 or more punches result in no movie.
Pirate Pride Tickets:
Teachers may hand out tickets to students when they are “caught doing something good.”  The student writes their name on the back of the ticket and places their ticket in the Pirate Pride bucket.  Each Friday the teacher draws three tickets from the bucket.  The winning students may choose a prize from the treasure box. 
Teacher Responsibilities

A.
At the end of the day, check behavior folder to see who has earned a gold nugget for that day.  Pass out nuggets to those with no demerits.

How will this affect our timing?

Maybe switch back to Homeroom at 2:55 instead of 3:00.

B.
After students have left, punch movie tickets for students who got 2 or more demerits for that day.

How will this affect our timing?

Punch the cards as you want to.  You will always have the behavior folder to refer back to if you miss punching tickets one afternoon.  Whatever method works best for you.

C.
On Friday, have students with nuggets give them back to you before playing outside.  Hold students who have less than five nuggets. 

5 nuggets = Full Reward 

4 nuggets = 20 minutes of play
3 nuggets = 15 minutes of play

2 nuggets = 10 minutes of play

1 nuggets = 5 minutes of play

0 nuggets = no play
